This is a series of 7pieces which are composed for advanced students. The purpose behind them is to show our young pianists the image of some kind of technique and stile of contemporary music. These pieces can be performed as a whole, and separately as well. They are very different, witty and funny. Some of them have interesting annotation and titles. Here is a description of one of them. 
3 Two Musicians / March/

Two musicians decided compose a march. One of them composed a melody and the other one composed a different one. When they started to play, they couldn’t agree on a rhythm because of each of them thought that his melody was better and listened only to him. While playing they got into a fight… Then they decide to change places and try again. The melodies changed register, but they still sounded awkward


These compositions are very useful for pianists who want improve their piano technique. Some of the selections were chosen for performance at international piano competitions.


Simon Bokman graduated from Rimsky-Korsakov College of Music.  His piano teacher was Gennady Baumsteyn and his composition teacher was Galina Ustvolskaya, former pupil of Dmitry Shostacovich.
He is a member of NACUSA, the National Association of Composers, USA and a member of THE ASCAP FOUNDATION, (American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers), as composer and publisher.

Mr. Bokman was awarded by ASCAP in 2007 and in 2008 for composer’s activity. He published a book in Germany about his teacher Variations On the Theme Galina Uctvolskaya in January 2007. This book got interesting reviews in German, Belgian and Oxford (England) musical magazines. His music has been performed in Germany, England, Russia and in the United States
